AN INTRODUCTION

The prophetic revelation given to Daniel in chapter 7 left him with a troubled mind, a changed
countenance and an occupied heart. (7:28) What he sees and hears in chapter 8 leaves him faint, sick, faithful,
astonished, and without understanding.

Daniel 8 introduces us to “the indignation,” one of Israel’s most horrendous experiences. Our study of
chapter 8 will introduce us to several aspects of this revelation and will conclude with an historical analysis of
how that which was prophetic in Daniel’s time is history in ours. We will then, in chapter 9, begin to explore
the question of what yet, according to Daniel’s prophecy, awaits the world. And so here begins our study of
